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Abstract

The Ptolemaic were interested in the Red Sea as a main artery
and a means of communication between Egypt, Africa, Arabia,
and India, and it is one of the most important and oldest maritime
trade routes. It was always coveted by those engaged in
commerce, and the Ptolemies sought to obtain African products
represented in spices, perfumes, incense, myrrh. In light of that
interest, the ports had to be established and supported by a
network of roads to link the Nile Valley to these ports and then to
outside the borders. The ports that were located on the coasts of
the Red Sea Bank played a major role in the flourishing of trade
activity with East and Central Africa, as they are the first
motivation of exports and imports.
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
