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Abstract

The research aims to identify how to cover electronic newspapers "Al-
youm7, Al-Watan, Al-Ahram," the crisis of violence in the Egyptian
universities after the events of 30/6 in the period from 06/30/2013 till
31/12/2013, cared monitoring frameworks Find the most common, as
well as standards professional, which relied on electronic newspapers
(sample) to cover the crisis. The research also interested in monitoring the
differences between the three newspapers with respect to elements of the
former.

The results indicate agreement in three electronic newspapers( Al-youm?7,
Al-Watan, Al-Ahram) in the order of frames, which showed results in
addressing the crisis are: conflict, responsibility, instability and ethical
framework. The results also indicate that the imbalance was at the
forefront of the professional standards of the press coverage of the crisis,
followed by the lack of clarity, then the balance by a small percentage.
This means that there is an imbalance in the press coverage of the crisis.

'Regarding the sources that rely upon the press in the drawn his

information about the crisis has issued source (revolutionary movements)
a list of all of the newspapers AL-youm7 and Al- Ahram, and indicates
the transformation that Agesth revolutions of the impact of the public in
the course of things, and here can be considered a normal public-maker
for the news of the crisis, while the source (the government) in the first
rank for the Al-Watan newspaper, and then followed by the source
(security), and then (students).
With respect to the level of professional coverage of Newspapers
